4. Reports

· Principal:  
· The 301 goals were approved
· We still do not have a math coach and are still operating with three subs (resource math, PE, and CTE)

· Pearson received the contract from the district to consult for the transformation model.

· The district still has not hired a transformation coordinator, but there are some applicants now.

5. Discussion/Action Items:

· Tax Credit Money  

· A deficit exists in sports which must be cleared up. Diana Robinson requested the approval of the movement of fund from the non-designated fund to the sports fund to clear the deficit. 
· The approval of funds allows a stipend for the bowling coaches. This is one of only two sports offered to students at Howenstine. There are two coaches for a total of $2000. 

· These funds can only be moved with site council approval. 
· Motion made by Julie Stewart and seconded by German Quiroga. The motion was unanimously approved. 
· Bylaws/Constitution
· Due to changes at Howenstine as well as conflicts with dates the bylaws need to be reviewed.

· The bylaws will be reviewed by a subcommittee. So far the members of this subcommittee are Julie Stewart, German Quiroga, Joslyn Withers, and Heather Bates.
