1. Call to order at 3:00

4. Information Items/Announcements

a. SCPC Report

i. See attached for minutes from November 25th meeting.

ii. Curriculum Alignment ongoing.  Looking at Common Core and aligning to Benchmarks and Pacing Calendar.  Middle schools not well represented during alignment process.  K-3 curriculum is done; upper elementary curriculum unfinished.
iii. District Grading Policy and District Pacing Calendar should hopefully be done by March.

iv. There is talk of year round school.  This has been tried previously with little success because not all schools within the same feeder pattern were on year round calendar, so older students in year round school were missing school to take care of younger siblings not on year round calendar.

b. PTC/Parent Report

i. Chili Cook off will be January 24th.

ii. The art teacher, Tempest, is making chili testing bowls.  She may also be doing the promotional posters for the cook off.

iii. Joslyn will be asking staff to participate in the cook off.

iv. Students from National Honor Society will sell tickets.

v. A parent email contact list has been started.  Hopefully, this will help get more parents involved in PTC.

c. Student Council

i. There is a new Student Council President.  Previous President did not abide by his student contract, and was removed by Maritza.  

ii. A freshman representative, a sophomore representative, and treasurer are needed.

iii. Student Council helped out with Media Event.

iv. They are planning activities for the second semester.  A Gaming Night is being planned for January.

d. Community Representative

i. No recent activity in the last month on the Safe Routes to School Grant.

ii. Solar Street Lights are scheduled to be completed by December 27th.  City workers will be trained on how to maintain the solar lights.

iii. Water harvesting project on Tucson Blvd. will need weeding help due to all the recent rain.  Eight different wildflower mixes were seeded during October.  This may be a potential project to include Howenstine students.

e. Principal’s Report

i. There is a big drive throughout the district for tax credit monies.

ii. Up to fifty percent of any unused or undesignated tax credit monies can be used for soft capital.

iii. The Media Event was a success.  Howenstine received positive press in the Arizona Daily Star.  KGUN 9 News will do a feature that will include Howenstine in February about what’s good in Tucson.

iv. Preregistration will be starting at other high schools.  Maritza will consult with High School leadership about Howenstine preregistration.
v. We will start the second semester with no permanent math teachers.  One teacher is on a leave of absence; the other teacher has resigned.

vi. Aztec Middle Colleges will be absorbed by various high schools within the district.  Howenstine will be getting students from the West Campus.  We will be receiving between ten and fifteen students, one teacher, and a career counselor.

a. Neighborhood Association Traffic-calming and beautification plan

i. German spoke with Emily Brott, Julia Keen Neighborhood Association Director, about the need to calm traffic on Country Club Road between 22nd Street and Aviation Bikeway.  German and Emily both agreed that this is something they could work on together.

ii. They are seeking assistance for a plan and design from an intern or student from the University of Arizona.  German thought it would be a good idea to bring in students from Howenstine into the process.

iii. Maritza suggested partnering with our PE teacher, Ms. Tanner, about helping with beautification.  She is doing on campus beautification with her students as part of their service learning.

b. Priority Schools Campaign

i. The National Education Association was very happy about Howenstine and the Media Event.  They would like to come back and visit our school.

ii. There is a possibility of using the extra footage taped by NEA to make a new commercial for Howenstine.

iii. The Arizona Education Association wants to do a professional development for teachers about anti-bullying.
