· Principal:

· Christian Acosta was at the site council meeting to represent the Student Council.  Christian reports that they are waiting for purchase orders so that they can purchase supplies for the Halloween Dance and food for the Howie Hutt.  Student Council is planning a Spirit Week in November.

· The question was asked as to why Service Learning is still on Site Council agenda.  It remains because it is part of our magnet strand.  Julie Stewart mentioned that Ms. Nunez has been reporting on this part of the agenda.

· Parent Representative:  
· Julie Stewart has contacted Steve Taylor about the Bottle Bill and has given Tori Bacal and Chuck Sillence as contact names concerning the Bottle Bill.  We are still waiting for a reply.  
· Brenda Dinius did some research about dress code and has sent information to Ms. Nunez.  We need to follow district guidelines concerning dress code.  Cholla High School, as well as two other high schools, have their dress codes posted on their websites.  Tucson High School allows students to wear hats, but only Tucson High hats.  Tori Bacal was interested in doing something similar at Howenstine, with selling Howenstine hats and allowing students to only wear Howenstine hats at school.  The district policy this year is that there are no hats allowed inside buildings, period.  Previous district policy has been no hats during instructional time.  We know that not wearing hats inside buildings shows respect and is a rule of etiquette.  We would like to know what TUSD’s reason is for not allowing hats in TUSD buildings, so that we can explain the reason to students.  Is it etiquette?  Is it about gang related clothes or colors?  Carol asked if we sell Howenstine High School hats, how do we get around district policy of no hats inside buildings.  Diana said that it’s up to each school to enforce district policy.
